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THE CONSTITUTION OF THE

INSTITUTE FOR SPIRITUAL DEVELOPMENT — SPARTA

ARTICLE1. NAME

This Chapter Church shall be known as the Institute For Spiritual Development — Sparta.

ARTICLE2. SEAL
The Seal shall be circular in form and contain the words "Institute For Spiritual Development —

Sparta” and the date of Incorporation. The Secretary of this Chapter Church shall be Custodian of the
Seal, affixing it to all legal and religious forms.

ARTICIE3. PURPOSE

As a Mystical Church for Metaphysical living, the purpose for which this Institute is organized is to
provide the structure to practice, demonstrate and teach the spiritual truths which express the Divine
Unity of all things in Love, Order, and Justice. We find these truths to be revealed in all Sacred
Scriptures, and manifest in the lives and teachings of all Holy Avatars, Prophets and Sages. Further, we
affirm that it is through the process of Self realization that humanity may actualize its inherent perfection.

ARTICLE 4. PRECEPTS

Section 1.  The Precepts herein contained shall be acceptable to and binding upon the members and
associates forming this Institute.
